GRAND CHAPTER & GALA DINNER IN ROUEN 
WEEKEND VISIT - OUTLINE PROGRAMME – NOVEMBER 17th – 19th  2016 

 
 
This year, there are two options being offered subject to minimum viable numbers 
subscribing from Scotland, Germany and the USA.  The first option is based on B&B for 3 
nights from Thursday 17th November in a 4 star Best Western hotel in downtown Rouen 
(which I can recommend from personal experience), a welcome dinner on Friday evening 
featuring Beaujolais Nouveau (being released that day),and  the Grand Chapter & Gala 
Dinner on the Saturday, returning home on the Sunday. 
 
Rouen is a beautiful, historic city about one hour northwest of Paris. You are very welcome 
to join a few members and me on this visit. The cost for all that but excluding travel to/from 
Rouen will be in the region of 375 Euros (about £295 sterling at today's rates). 
 
By arriving on the Thursday, we will be able to enjoy a full days programme on the Friday of 
visits organised by our French hosts prior to the Welcome Dinner that evening.    The 
Ceremony of Induction and the Gala Dinner take place on the Saturday evening at Chateau 
de Belbeuf,  leaving the day free to explore Rouen.  Inductions/promotions will be an 
additional 65 Euros (preferably payable in cash in France). 
 
*  Hotel prices assume two sharing twin / double rooms and are subject to currency 
fluctuations – single supplements to be notified. 
** As an option to staying in the Best Western hotel, our French hosts are offering home 
stays for anyone interested which obviously removes the hotel costs from the overall price. 
 
 
OPTIONAL ADD-ON 3 NIGHT VISIT TO CHAMPAGNE – NOV. 19TH – 22ND 2016 
 
Our French friends would be delighted to accompany a visit to Champagne embracing, I 
believe, among other houses, Ruinart, Taittinger, and Bollinger staying at a luxury Relais & 
chateau hotel the cost of which will be in the region of 415 Euros (about GBP £340 at 
today's rates). This will obviously be a very high grade, affordable visit staying in a luxury 
hotel. This cost does not include the shared cost of a coach, currently unknown, which might 
add about £60 per person.
